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What could your gift do?

 Your $10 gift could
purchase one long-lasting insecticide-treated net that will sleep 3-4 people and last 3-5 years. In addition, your $10 gift of a net would include support for transportation of the net, training in its use, education about malaria, and follow-up to insure the net’s proper use.

Your $25 gift could  

help pay for indoor residual spraying of insecticides in homes to prevent the transmission of malaria by eliminating the malaria-carrying mosquitoes that bite during the night.

Your $50 gift could
provide enough medication to treat 25 people infected with malaria.
Your $100 gift could 

train a village health team on malaria prevention so that they can educate their community.

Your $250 gift could

provide long-lasting insecticide mosquito nets for a village with training and education or                protect 125 women and their children from malaria.

Your $450 gift could
sponsor an educational radio program that teaches malaria prevention and fever recognition.
